REQUESTING THE TEXAS LEGISLATION TO AUTHORIZE TEXAMERICAS CENTER TO FUND AND
CARRY OUT PROJECTS TO PROMOTE AND SUPPORT AN ACTIVE MILITARY BASE IS BOWIE
COUNTY, TEXAS TO PREVENT CLOSURE OR REALIGNMENT OF THE BASE AND TO ATTRACT NEW
MILITARY MISSIONS TO THE BASE

WHEREAS, TexAmericas Center is a political subdivision of the State of Texas with powers and authorities
specified in Chapter 3503 of the Special District Local Laws Code of the State of Texas; and

WHEREAS, TexAmericas Center’s current authorized activities are limited to the redevelopment and
creation of jobs upon property acquired by TexAmericas Center from the United States Department of the Army;
and

WHEREAS, Red River Army Depot has for more than sixty (60) years been a major factor in the economic
life of Bowie County, Texas by providing jobs for several generations of Bowie County citizens; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the citizens of Bowie County, Texas, that Red River Army Depot be
fully supported and assisted in its continuing efforts to be a first tier installation in the United States Army’s Depot
system; and

WHEREAS, TexAmericas Center is ideally suited to assist Red River Army Depot based upon TexAmericas
Center’s economic development efforts, utility infrastructure, operation and maintenance capabilities, and
representation of all areas of Bowie County through its appointed Board of Directors;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of TexAmericas Center that the Texas
Legislature be requested to amend Chapter 3503 of the Special District Local Laws Code of the State of Texas to
authorize TexAmericas Center to promote and support an active military base located in Bowie County, to prevent
closure or realignment of the base, and to attract new military missions to the base including but not limited to
projects which the Board determines will promote or support said military base to create jobs, retain jobs, and
attract new military missions to said base;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Legislation, substantially in the form attached to this Resolution be
introduced and enacted to authorize TexAmericas Center to take actions on behalf of Red River Army Depot to
prevent its closure or realignment and to attract new missions to Red River Army Depot.
